The Linguistic Validation Projects

Linguistic validation is used to assess the quality of texts intended for a particular country, region or area of the world.  The text is normally a translation from English, and now native speakers of the target group are needed to evaluate the quality during an interview.

Requirements

The details of this project are given in the box above.  All who participate must have the medical condition noted, and following completion of the interview, each participant will receive the amount noted or its equivalent in the local currency. 
Telephone Interviews:

If the translation or localized text is to be evaluated by telephone, the interviewer will call the person to schedule a time for the interview.  There should be no telephone costs involved for the participant, as the interviewer will be calling the participant.

In-person Interviews:

Most of the linguistic validation projects involve in-person interviews.  The interviewer will contact the participant by phone or e-mail to schedule a time for the interview.  Together with the interviewer, each participant can decide on the most suitable location for the interview.  This could be a café, library, hotel lobby or the person’s own home.

Payment:

Participants will receive their payment for participation within good time, usually within one week of participating in an interview.  We offer two forms of electronic transfer:  bank transfer (with IBAN code and BIC/SWIFT code) or PayPal.

For those who have no bank or PayPal account, cash received from the interviewer at the end of the interview is possible for in-person interviews only.  Where cheques are used, the interviewer may be able to offer participants payment by cheque.
FAQs:

Do I need to know English or another language to participate?

No.  The entire interview will be in the language of the translation.  (English will only be used for English-speaking countries.)

Do I need any special medical knowledge to participate?

No.  No medical knowledge apart from the participant’s own experience with the medical condition concerned is required to participate.    
What types of texts are evaluated?
The texts are mostly medical questionnaires for use in clinical trials.

How will I evaluate the quality of the translation?

The interviews mostly involve paraphrasing the text, that is, putting it into your own words.  You may note anything which you think is not standard usage or would be difficult for a native speaker of your language in your country or location to understand.  You may also add anything else you would like about the quality of the translation.  
Do I also have to answer the questionnaire or only evaluate the quality of the translation?
The focus of the interview is to assess the quality of the translation or localized text.  For the most part, participants will only be evaluating the language of the questionnaire.  For many projects, however, the participant is also asked to respond to the questions in the survey.  The responses are only recorded to see whether the text can be easily understood or not.
How is my input recorded?
The interviewer will note down anything you say about the quality of the text.  Only rarely is the interview recorded, and if this is the case with your project, you will be informed in advance of this.  

How will my input be used?

The results then appear anonymously (so participants are listed as Subject 1, Subject 2, and so on) in a report given to the translators, who then revise the text based on the participants’ responses. 

May I take part in future linguistic validation projects?

Yes.  At the end of the interview, if you would like to keep your personal data on file to participate in future linguistic validation projects, just let the interviewer know.  (Participants may take part in up to three projects per year.)  Anyone who would like to stay on file is welcome to let us know this (in writing) and will be contacted again as new linguistic validation projects for their language/country combination appear.  
Without this consent, your information will be deleted following completion of the project.  

Will my personal data be used for any other purpose?
No.  We keep contact and other information solely for the purpose of contacting people about upcoming linguistic validation projects.  Your information will not be shared with any third parties (our client receives no names or contact information), and as noted in our privacy policy, you may update it or withdraw your consent for it to be stored at any time by sending an e-mail to this effect to info@spectrumtranslation.com.  

How will I be paid?
As noted above, we make all effort to pay within one week of completion of the project.  For this we need accurate payment information, that is, correct bank or PayPal account information.

Cash is only available for those participating in an in-person interview.
